RULES FOR VISITORS OF THE PARK LOCATED AT:

St. Petersburg, Admiralteysky Canal Embankment, 2, New Holland Island

1. Access to the Park for visitors is allowed within the approved times of operation. Last entry is 30 minutes prior to closing of the Park.

2. Visitors to the Park should behave in accordance with generally accepted public rules of conduct, treat other visitors, Park'’s staff and security with
respect, prevent actions that endanger others, take care of the Park’s property and property of others, observe cleanliness, refrain from using obscene
language, and not take actions that endanger safety and health of other visitors of the Park.

3. The Park’s Administration has the right to refuse entry to the Park and/ or service to a visitor in case of excess of the maximum allowed number

of visitors (5000 people at a time), has the right to suspend the visitor’s entry, detain them until the arrival of law enforcement officials or remove them
from the Park at any time in case of violation of public order or endangering life, health or safety of other visitors, property of the Park and third parties,
as well as in the case of the visitor clearly being in a state of alcoholic or drug intoxication and/ or commits other illegal acts.

4. CCTVisin operation at all times to ensure safety in the Park. Visitors agree that any recording of them made to ensure common security measures,
can be used for general security or handed over to the police for use in proceedings under existing legislation.

5. Park’s Administration reserves the right to organise, plan, restrict and block entry of visitors to the Park and parts of the Park. There is a possibility
of temporary closure of certain parts, facilities of the Park, a complete closure of the Park for technical reasons, due to weather conditions, for safety

or work.

6. Park’s Administration is not responsible for any health damage caused to the visitor or resulting from careless or inconsiderate actions of the visitor,
as well as for the loss, theft or damage of personal belongings of visitors in the Park.

7. Park’s Administration reserves the right to inspect personal belongings of visitors at the entrance to the Park, using search techniques and equipment.
In the event of suspicion of prohibited items being carried by the visitor, the visitor is required to provide personal belongings for inspection by the staff
of the private security organisation, managing the secure entry to the Park.

8. Visitors who refuse to provide their belongings or luggage for inspection (visual inspection, using search equipment) will be denied the right to enter
the Park. This condition is essential in order to exclude acts of terrorism and offences involving weapons and dangerous objects.

9. The Park is a place of mass gathering of people, and the only way to keep the territory safe is to ensure the absence of prohibited objects that create
an increased risk of injury to people.

IT IS PROHIBITED:

* to enter the Park with pets (dogs, cats and other animals), even if they are being carried by the owner or in an animal carrier. The exception is made
for guide dogs upon presentation of relevant documents for the animal.

* to carry weapons, flammable, explosive, poisonous, odorous and radioactive substances, stabbing, cutting, large objects into the territory of the
Park.

* to use pyrotechnics and fireworks in the Park, professional or homemade ones, including flares, firecrackers, gas cylinders and other objects (or
chemical materials) that can be used to make pyrotechnics, dyes or produce smoke.

* to bring and consume strong and low-alcohol alcoholic beverages in the Park, except for the territory of non-stationary and stationary shopping
facilities of the Park, that providing catering services.

* to visit the Park in a state of alcoholic or drug intoxication or any other intoxicated state.

* to bring any drinks in glass containers to the Park.

* to cut down or damage trees, shrubs and other green spaces, unauthorized planting and changing of landscape, harvesting any plant species
in the Park.

* to organise picnics which are of a mass character and / or organised for profit, as well as picnics with the participation of entertainers, musicians,
etc., to install tourist tents, marquees, tables, barbecues, other furniture, including soft furniture, but excluding folding chairs and stools, to use
servingware, balloons, decorations.

* to cause any material damage to the Park’s temporary and permanent property and third parties, to its landscape and natural complex facilities.

* to organise in the Park:

— retail, service, photographic, rental, leisure, entertainment and other services;

— performances, sporting, gaming and other events;

— professional film, photography and video shoots, including using professional equipment, lighting devices and other special props without an approval
from the Park’s Administration.

* to smoke and the use e-cigarettes, as well as IQOS, Glo, Juul and any other tobacco heating systems, except in designated areas.

* to organise unsanctioned performances of creative groups and performers (individuals) without a prior approval from the Park’s Administration.

* to enter the territory with or ride bicycles, hoverboards, monowheels, segways, scooters, bikes, motorcycles, roller skates and other sports
equipment, including electric self-balancing scooters with two or three wheels. It is forbidden to enter the Park with any self-propelled vehicles. The
exception is made for prams and any means of transportation for people with disabilities.

* to enter the territory with or to park scooters or any other vehicles rented from short-term rental services.

 for children under the age of 14 to visit the Park without an accompanying adult over the age of 18.

* to bathe or fish in the Park’s water reservoir. To sunbathe in bathing suits, underwear or topless, except for in a designated area (specially organized
beach on the Pontoon) during its opening hours.

* to play sports or active games (football, volleyball, frisbee and others) if they may disturb other visitors.

Visitors can leave the prohibited objects in temporary storage stand located at the entrance to the Park, the vehicles can be stored on the bicycle parking
lot. Park is not responsible for the loss, theft or damage of property left on the stand and/ or bicycle parking.

In the event of non-compliance with the current Rules, as well as lawful requirements of the Park’s Administration and/ or Park’s security staff to cease
the actions that contribute to the violation of these Rules, the Park’s Administration and/ or Park’s security have the right to call the police and apply
administrative measures against such visitors.

These Rules are governed by Russian law. Any disputes arising from legal relations governed by these Rules are subject to resolution in accordance
with the law of the Russian Federation.
